Day 3—After breakfast, we depart for a full day Tundra Buggy Adventure exploring the tundra in search of
polar bears and other arctic wildlife. A picnic-style lunch will be served directly on the Tundra Buggy and a
Polar Bears International species expert will join guests on board for an in-depth discussion on polar bears and
their habitat.

Day 4—Following breakfast, we depart for another full day Tundra Buggy Adventure to continue our search
for polar bears, arctic fox, snowy owls and other wildlife. We will then be transferred to the Churchill airport
for an evening flight back to Winnipeg, with dinner served aloft.

Day 5 - An optional visit to the world renown Museum of Human Rights for a concluding program in respect
to the cultural experience of the area.
